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Model Number Description

All products are identified by a multiple-character model number that 
precisely identifies a particular type of unit. Its use will enable the owner/
operator, installing contractors, and service engineers to define the 
operation, specific components, and other options for any specific unit.
When ordering replacement parts or requesting service, be sure to refer 
to the specific model number and serial number printed on the unit 
nameplate.

Inspection

1. Unpack all components of the kit.
2. Check carefully for any shipping damage. If any damage is found it 

must be reported immediately and a claim made against the 
transportation company.

1. Open and lock unit disconnect to prevent injury or death from 
electrical shock or contact with moving parts.

2. Remove unit control and compressor access panel.
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3. Place the crankcase heater(s) band around the bottom of the 

compressor(s) within 1 inch of the base.

Figure 1. Place CCH band around the bottom of the compressor
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4. Tighten the crankcase heater around the compressor and attach the 
green ground wire to the base as shown. Torque heater to 20-25 inch-
pounds.

5. Attach green ground wire(s) to compressor mount plate(s) using a 
supplied 1/2" 10-16 thread sheet metal screw.
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6. Installations other than European:

For single compressor applications:
Route the black heater leads from the outdoor section into the control 
compartment. Connect the leads to the (CC) compressor contactor. 
See Figure 1 for single compressor applications.
European Installation:
Route the black heater leads from the outdoor section into the control 
compartment. Remove the vertical plastic wire-way cover and locate 
2 existing black wires with 1/4” (6.35mm) quick connectors. Connect 
the leads of the crankcase heater to the 2 black wires with the 1/4” 
(6.35mm) quick connectors. Replace the vertical plastic wire-way 
cover. See Figure 2 for wiring connections.

7. Secure the crankcase heater leads with supplied wire ties. Care must 
be taken to ensure the leads do not come in contact with the 
compressor discharge line, with any moving parts or any sharp 
edges.

8. Re-install the control and compressor access panel.
9. Re-apply power to the unit.
