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INSTALLER'S GUIDE

This booklet covers the roofcurb adaptors for the 1 1/2 thru 5 ton models only Single Package Units.
These instructions are organized for an easy step-by-step procedure.

The curb adaptors are shipped fully assembled and are insulated internally.

For instructions related to the Single Package HVAC unit, refer to the instructions packaged with that unit.

General — Locations and Recommendations

These instructions do not cover all variations in systems or provide for every possible contingency to be met in
connection with the installation. Should further information be desired or should particular problems arise which are
not covered sufficiently for the purchaser’s purposes, the matter should be referred to the manufacturer.

Check for transportation damage after the packaging is removed. Report promptly, to the carrier, any damage found.

These curb adaptors are designed specifically to transition packaged units to existing perimieter curbs (not utility
curbs) for older rooftop units. See Table 1, page 3. Questions regarding the transition of packaged units to existing
utility curbs for older rooftop units should be referred to the manufacturer.

Existing curb dimensions: These curb adaptors are designed to fit the existing unit curbs. It is the responsibility of the
installer to be sure that the dimensions shown in this booklet for the existing curb, match the dimensions of the actual
curb on the job site.

Curb Adaptor static pressure loss: All curb adaptors will increase the total system external static pressure and must be
included when calculating the new unit’s requirements and sizing.

Duct considerations: The new curb adaptor is designed with an integral duct system which transitions the duct
openings in the top of the curb adaptor to the duct openings in the top of the existing curb. No additional duct work or
transitions should be required.

1. Follow all local and other applicable building codes when installing the curb adaptor system.

2. Adequate support must be provided beneath the existing curb for the entire length of the curb. The total
weight of the unit, existing curb, curb adaptor and duct, plus any accessories, must be considered when
selecting and placing the unit and curb adaptor on the roof.

3. Be sure the location of the curb adaptor will allow needed service clearance around unit when the unit is in
place (as illustrated)

4. Do not locate the curb adaptor near exhaust vents or other sources of contaminated air that could enter the
unit air inlets. Although the unit is waterproof, guard against water run off from higher overhanging structures.

5. The top of the curb adaptor must be installed flat and level — (maximum pitch of ¥4” per foot). If the pitch is
greater than 4” per foot, contractor must make adjustments to provide an adequate pitch.

Instructions:

6. Remove the electric, gas and duct connections directly attached to the existing HVAC unit.

7. Carefully lift the existing unit from the existing curb and roof. Ensure that extra fasteners holding the unit to
the curb are removed. The unit should be discarded in a manner consistent with local codes.

8. Remove any / all gasketing from the top perimeter of the existing curb. Re-install new gasketing, provided
with the curb adaptor, around the top perimeter and duct openings of existing curb.

9. Using proper, acceptable, and safe lifting methods, hoist the curb adaptor to the roof and carefully set in
place on top of the existing curb. Be sure the curb adaptor is oriented properly so that the duct openings align
properly. (See detailed drawings following.) Secure the curb adaptor to the existing curb with sheet metal
screws.

10. Install the gasketing, provided with curb adaptor, around the top perimeter and duct openings of the curb
adaptor. Carefully set HVAC unit in place.

11. Reconnect the electrical and gas lines to the HVAC unit.

P.V.C. RUBBER GASKET
POSITION ON BAYCURB FOR UNIT PLACEMENT

Install the inulated deck pans (if required) on the 2. P\V.C. rubber tape (supplied with curb) must be ap-
curb before placing the 1-1/2” x 1/2” P.V.C. rubber plied in continuous strips of overlapped 1” minimum
tape (gasket) on mounting curb as illustrated. P.V.C. for complete watertight seal.
